A note on the construction of this file:


The NCSC’s draft 1980-1998 SOC crosswalk file was created through the merger of those classifications’ independent links to a third classification, the Dictionary of Occupational Titles (DOT).  The relationship between the 1980 SOC and the DOT was part of the DOT database.  The relationship between the 1998 SOC and the DOT was taken from the Occupational Information Network (O*NET) 3.1 DOT crosswalk.  The O*NET occupations were converted to their SOC counterparts for use in creating the new SOC-SOC crosswalk file.
